· Accepted: grocery bags, newspaper sleeves, dry-cleaning bags, case overwrap, bubble wrap, bread & produce bags.
· Not Accepted: rigid plastics, bottles, chip bags, frozen food bags, or cling wrap.
· Make sure items are clean, dry, and free of food residue.
2. Drop-Off Instructions
· Drive to the designated Lions Club TREX Collection Drive-Thru.
· Follow the signs and cones to the collection station.
· Volunteers will unload plastic from your car — no need to get out.
· You’ll receive a thank-you handout and information on recycling.
